Our volunteer mentors support

participants one on one and through a
series of workshops so they can learn

new skills at a pace which suits them and
nurtures their confidence. This support is

extended six to twelve months into
employment and some relationships

remain on-going.

We are the only recruitment agency
specialising in supporting and

placing women with a criminal record
into meaningful employment.

Because most of our staff have lived
experience of the criminal justice

system, we know how it feels to go
through a criminal record check

process. 

Success Works unlocks the potential of women with a
criminal record through our mentoring program, one-to-

one support, and job readiness workshops. We also
work with employers to help them address structural

issues that create barriers to these women finding
employment. Through this model, we provide

opportunities for women with a criminal record to
access sustainable employment, rebuild their lives, and

not re-offend. As 60% of incarcerated women are
mothers, gaining employment can enable these women
to provide for their children and to be great role models.

We recognise that employment helps keep families
together and reduces patterns of intergenerational

disadvantage and trauma.
