· Supporting Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander young people to make informed decisions about their future
· Building strong relationships between community, schools, and local organisations
Important Participation Requirement
All stall holders must deliver an interactive workshop activity as part of their stall.
Stalls must be interactive to effectively engage students with diverse learning preferences. Each stall is required to:
· Provide a hands‑on, engaging activity
· Be suitable for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students aged 15–18
· Clearly link the activity to real job roles and pathways to employment, training, or further education




Stall Interaction Model – Important Information
The Expo will operate using a group rotation model:
· Students will attend in small, supervised groups
· Groups will rotate around stalls across the day
· Each group will participate in your interactive workshop
· After completing the activity and receiving information about pathways, you will be required to stamp on their Expo Passport / Stamp Card 
The stamp system encourages active participation and ensures all students engage meaningfully with stall holders.
Stall holders are expected to:
· Deliver the workshop consistently to each group
· Allow time for discussion about careers and pathways
· Stamp student cards at the conclusion of engagement
